MAHARASHTRA UNAIDED PRIVATE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (REGULATION OF ADMISSIONS AND
FrEs) Act, 2015.

No.ARP-2023/C.R.48/TE-4.—Whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has, vide Government
Notification, Higher and Technical Education Department, No.TEM-2020/C.R.71/TE-4, dated the
8th October 2020 (hereinafter referred to as “the said notification”), issued in exercise of the powers
conferred by sub-sections (1) and (2) of section 3 read with clause (r) of section 2 of the Maharashtra
Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admissions and Fees) Act, 2015
(Mah. XXVIII of 2015, hereinafter refered to as “the said Act”), notified the Professional Education
Under Graduate Courses and Professional Education Post Graduate Courses specified herein to
be the Professional Education for the purposes of the said Act, and the eligibility conditions and
requirements for admissions thereto;

And whereas, in view of the modifications in the eligibility for admission to certain under graduate
and postgraduate technical education courses by the All India Council for Technical Education vide
its Approval Process Handbook 2023-24, it is expedient to amend eligibility conditions specified in
the said notification for such courses;

And whereas, in order to specify eligibility conditions as per the minimum standards of under
graduate Architectural education courses specified by the Council of Architecture vide the Council
of Architecture (Minimum Standards of Architectural Education) Regulations, 2020, it is expedient
to amend the eligibility conditions specified in the said notification for such courses;

And whereas, the Pharmacy Council of India has given approval to certain pharmacy institutions
in the State to commence the Bachelor of Pharmacy (Practice) Course with effect from the academic
year 2023-24, and the Government considers it expedient to notify the Bachelor of Pharmacy
(Practice) Course as the professional education under clause () of section 2 of the said Act and to
specify eligibility conditions and requirements for admissions to the said course as per the Bachelor
of Pharmacy (Practice) Regulations, 2014;
